‘Inability to patent Al creations could hit business investment’

Courts around the world are increasingly grappling with the complex question of
whether artificial intelligence technology can ever be treated in law as an ‘inventor’.

Al continues to revolutionise areas such as the discovery of medicines. However,
the law is struggling to keep pace with this technological change, as can be seen in
lawsuits filed around the world on behalf of Al machine Dabus, an artificial neural
network.

Stephen Thaler, a US-based Al expert, last year brought a legal challenge in the
English courts against the UK Intellectual Property Office after it rejected two patent
applications that named Dabus as inventor of a food container capable of changing
shape, as well as a flashing light.

Thaler filed the patent applications to the UK IPO in 2018. But the office rejected
the application under the UK Patents Act 1977, which restricts inventorship to
“natural persons”. Thaler appealed its decision to the courts and last year the Court
of Appeal upheld the UK IPO’s decision.

Courts in the US and Europe have taken a similar view on Dabus (with some of these
rulings being appealed).

However, Australia’s Federal Court ruled in July 2021 that Dabus could be regarded
as an inventor for the purposes of Australian law. And, in South Africa, the project
successfully obtained a patent listing Dabus as the inventor. Then, in a further twist,
the Australian ruling was overturned by the Full Court of the Federal Court of
Australia earlier this year.

Between 2002 and 2018, the share of patent applications to the US Patent and
Trademark Office that contained Al technology grew from 9 per cent to almost 16
per cent. So, if courts and governments decide Al-made inventions cannot be
patented, the implications could be significant.

Without being able to profit from a patent, businesses could opt to reduce their
investment in Al or be more incentivised to keep inventions as trade secrets, some
lawyers suggest — thereby depriving society of the benefits of new technologies.

Giles Parsons, partner at law firm Browne Jacobson, points out that current patent
law is not properly equipped to deal with the challenge of the fourth industrial
revolution. “We need a new regime for a new age,” he says. But some lawyers also
say Al is not yet at the stage where it can surpass human intelligence.

Noam Shemtov, professor in IP and technology law at London’s Queen Mary
University, notes that most Al experts hold the view that this threshold will only be
reached in 2075, and so the current law is sufficient. “It therefore makes little sense
for the patent regime to gear up at present for such speculative development,” he
says.

Most of the responses to an October 2020 consultation by the US Patent and
Trademark Office agreed that current Al could neither invent nor author without
human intervention, and so existing US intellectual property laws already address
the evolution of Al.

Some courts have begun to recognise Al’s contribution, though. Last year, the
Federal Patent Court in Germany ruled that the named inventor in a patent
application must be a natural person — but an Al system responsible for the
underlying invention can be additionally named.

Copyright protecting works of art or music is another area of IP that the legal world
will have to grapple with. The UK is one of only a handful of countries to protect
works generated by a computer where there is no human creator. The “author” of a
computer-generated work is defined as the person by whom the arrangements
necessary for the creation of the work are undertaken.

But some critics argue that copyright protection for such works is excessive. They
believe that copyright, with its roots in human authorship and creative endeavour,
should only apply to human creations. The UK government has just finished a public
consultation examining whether the law needs to change.

The situation is different in the US. The US Copyright Office makes it clear it will
not register works produced by nature, animals or plants and gives other examples
of the work it cannot register — including a mural created by an elephant and a song
said to be created by the Holy Spirit.

Al has been added to the list. Earlier this year, it rejected an Al-generated painting
entitled A Recent Entrance to Paradise. Thaler claimed his ownership of the machine
that created it made him copyright owner, but the office said the image was not a
“work of authorship” because it requires human authorship to attain copyright
protection in the US.

‘Patent Strategies To Help You Get Paid For Your Ideas’

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If you want to make money from your ideas, you have to be pragmatic. First, you
need to realize that the odds are against you — and thus, you will need to fight to be
paid for your creativity. Is this fair? No, this is business. Fairness has nothing to do
with it. If you’re looking for absolutes and for things to be fair, you’re looking in the
wrong place.

The question for entrepreneurs is, how can | avoid being taken advantage of as |
work within the U.S. patent system? The reality today is that if you have a great
product, it’s going to be imitated, and stopping the copycats has become extremely
difficult. Many people find this discouraging. The traditional understanding is that a
patent protects your invention from being stolen by allowing you to “exclude” others
from using it. But the reality is more complicated.

“You learn in law school that patents are the right to exclude. Well, in the United
States, they're not — they're the right to bring a case for damages, typically,”
explains patent litigation investment funder Adam Gill in a recent episode of the
podcast “Understanding [P Matters.”

Suing for patent infringement is not a dependable business model for inventors and
startups. A better strategy for inventors and startups is to use patent applications to
establish perceived ownership over their inventions and incentivize companies to
work with them. Specifically, they should focus on creating transaction-ready
provisional patent applications (PPAS) to secure a licensing deal, because licensing
Is the quickest path to market.

How to Write a Better Patent Application

The key to getting paid as an inventor is learning how to play within the patent
system’s shades of gray. These gray areas exist because there is uncertainty related
to patents. In a nutshell, to get paid for your creativity, you will need to be prepared,
know more than your competitors do, outwork them, out-design them, and harness
the uncertainty of the gray areas.

Being perceived as an asset and taking away risk is what gives partners the
confidence to move forward with you. Licensing a simple idea isn’t difficult. It’s
when your idea has great potential and you’re dealing with large companies that
you’re going to need to be one step ahead at all times. That starts with drafting a
transaction-ready provisional patent application.

A PPA becomes a selling tool when approached from a business perspective. This
1s not something you can have your patent attorney or patent agent do for you. That’s
not their job — it’s your job.

The following is not legal advice. It is business advice from an inventor who sold
his patent portfolio for millions of dollars in the packaging industry.
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1. Explain the problem your invention solves and how your invention is a solution
in a way that people can understand.

Put yourself in the shoes of the reader. Humans process information as stories. So,
be a good storyteller in your patent application. Explain the solution — your
invention — so simply that anyone who reads it can understand it. Potential licensees
and investors will appreciate this, as well as juries and judges. Even patent examiners
have told me that when they truly understand the problem, they’re more likely to
identify with it.

U.S. experts on patent law emphasized this point repeatedly during their opening
panel at the 2022 World Intellectual Property Forum in Bangkok, Thailand. Gerald
Rosen, a retired federal judge who presided over numerous patent cases, highlighted
the need to craft a simple, clear narrative.

“Most judges are generalists,” he explained.

Patrick Coyne, president of the American Intellectual Property Law Association,
advised against writing a document that is incomprehensible to the general
layperson. Robert Stoll, the former U.S. Patent and Trademark Office commissioner,
recommended telling a story using a problem-solution framework.

This is so simple to do, yet most patents don’t.

2. Include how to manufacture your invention using the most efficient tools and
materials.

This information — instructions, basically — is what’s missing from most patent
applications. How do you actually make it? This information is critically important,
in my opinion,

So, learn as much as you can about manufacturing your invention. Consider hiring
someone with relevant engineering experience to ensure you file the right methods
and materials. Look for ex-employees of companies that specialize in these
manufacturing techniques. Never rely on anyone you are going to negotiate with —
such as a licensee — to provide this type of information.

Being knowledgeable about production makes potential partners confident that you
know what you’re talking about. It removes part of the guesswork.

This is not a one-and-done situation, because innovation never stops. You will likely
need to continue filing patent applications on new manufacturing techniques to
prevent your licensee from claiming ownership over future embodiments. You want
to “own’ not only your invention, but the best ways of manufacturing it, too.
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This is a common strategy for patent owners of all sizes. In a recent entry on his blog
PatentDocs, patent lawyer and molecular biologist Kevin Noonan explains that
pharmaceutical companies patent their manufacturing processes to maintain
exclusivity over their inventions.

“... due to the complexity of producing these drugs commercially, they all have
protection on those methods (without which the drugs could not be produced and
regarding which each sponsor company invested money, time, and effort to
develop).... these patents protecting how the drugs are made are no less worthy than
the drug patent itself.”

3. Try stealing your invention from yourself.

How would someone reverse-engineer your invention? In other words, how would
someone design around the claims in your application to produce the same results?
Your goal is to get paid for the innovation, not just your invention. Including
workarounds in your patent application stops others from thinking they can try to
get around you. The message sent is that they need you.

Combining manufacturing methods, materials, workarounds, and variations makes
it extremely difficult for one person to determine whether the claims in your
application will ever be issued. This is the gray area.

When intellectual property attorneys examine these types of details, they don’t know
for sure what’s going to issue. When manufacturing people study all of the variations
you have included, it’s difficult for them to make a determination about which
method is going to be the best. They don’t know enough about intellectual property
to be sure either.

You’ve created a gray area because it isn’t clear what you own and what will
eventually be issued.

This strategy helped me build a wall of intellectual property and was critical in
defending my ownership of my rotating label technology during litigation.
4. Include lots of drawings.

When you include drawings of all of the different variations and workarounds you
have discovered, it becomes really overwhelming for others to make a clear
determination about whether and which of the claims in your application will issue.
It’s easier to just to work with you, they conclude.

Using Provisional Patent Applications to License Ideas

Because you’ve provided all of the information a potential partner needs to actually
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have a fighting chance of manifesting your idea, your patent application is
transaction-ready. You’ve protected not only the invention, but the innovation.
You’ve created a gray area. This is how students of what we teach at inventRight
are licensing their product ideas with only a PPA.

Fundamentally, your PPA becomes a selling tool when it overcomes arguments. The
biggest argument is, why should we pay you? This is what every potential licensee
is thinking. By doing such a thorough job, and creating uncertainty about which
claims are going to issue, it becomes easier just to pay you.

Another argument you will have to overcome is with your patent examiner. If you
have a competent patent attorney or patent agent help you draft your application with
these types of details, you can get a claim or two issued. Typically, that’s all you
need to get paid.

If you decide to convert your provisional patent application into a non-provisional
filing, and the claims that issue include variations and workarounds, there’s a very
good chance companies will think twice about working around you.

Now, for the icing on the cake!

Business opportunity is created when you combine a transaction-ready PPA with
market demand. You can generate market demand by showing your invention to
customers of the potential licensee. This could be a retailer, or really any company
that might order large volumes.

Here’s the real kicker. When you bring market demand to the table, licensees are
less likely to care about intellectual property. Think about it. What’s more attractive
than new business?

5.2. CHnmcok TeM 3K3aMeHAIMOHHBIX OMJIETOB

1. What is intellectual property? What does the term “property” imply? How
does intellectual property protection operate? Compare tangible rights and
intangible rights. What subject matters of the IP do you know?

Bapuanr orBera:

IP is frequently referred to as ‘the novel products of human intellectual endeavour’.
Yet, the use of the term ‘property’ to describe intellectual products implies the
existence of rights and, perhaps more importantly, remedies in respect of the
property and any unwarranted interference with it. A property paradigm implies a
system of control to be exercised by the right holder, that is, control of the subject
matter of his property right. In many other respects an analogy with tangible rights
— that is, property rights over physical entities — does not help us to understand
what we mean by intellectual property. Finally, all forms of intellectual property
must qualify for protection according to stringent criteria which vary depending on
the kind of property right that is being sought. This is not true of the other forms of
property which assume the quality of property by sheer dint of their experience. In
law, intellectual property is an umbrella term for various legal entitlements which
attach to certain names, written and recorded media, and inventions. The holders of
these legal entitlements may exercise various exclusive rights in relation to the
subject matter of the IP. The term intellectual property reflects the idea that this
subject matter is the product of the mind or the intellect. The term implies that
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intellectual works are analogous to physical property and is consequently a matter
of some controversy.

2. What is WIPO? What is the mission of WIPO? When was WIPO established?
What is the WIPO’s the constituent instrument? What is the aim of the Berne
Convention? What kind of works does the Berne Convention protect? What
does the Paris Convention cover?

BapuanTt orBera:

WIPO is the global forum for intellectual property services, policy, information and
cooperation. WIPO is a self-funding agency of the United Nations, with 188 member
states. The mission of WIPO is to lead the development of a balanced and effective
international intellectual property (IP) system that enables innovation and creativity
for the benefit of all. The WIPO’s mandate, governing bodies and procedures are set
out in the WIPO Convention. The WIPO Convention, the constituent instrument of
the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO), was signed at Stockholm on
July 14, 1967, entered into force in 1970 and was amended in 1979.

Following a campaign by French writer Victor Hugo and his Association Littéraire
et Artistique Internationale the Berne Convention for the Protection of Literary and
Acrtistic Works is agreed. The aim is to give creators the right to control and receive
payment for their creative works on an international level. Works protected include:
— novels, short stories, poems, plays;

— songs, operas, musicals, sonatas; and drawings, paintings, sculptures,
architectural works.

The Paris Convention for the Protection of Industrial Property covers: inventions
(patents), trademarks, industrial designs.

3. What is copyright? What are the subjects of copyright? What are the
differences in subject matter of the Berne and Rome Conventions? What does
copyright protect?

Bapuanr orBera:

Copyright is a set of exclusive rights regulating the use of a particular expression of
an idea or information. At its most general, it is literally “the right to copy” an
original creation. Copyright may subsist in a wide range of creative, intellectual, or
artistic forms or “works”. Literary, dramatic, musical and artistic works and films
will be collectively referred to as “author works”, and sound recordings, broadcasts
will be grouped as “media works”. Designs or industrial designs may have separate
or overlapping laws applied to them in some jurisdictions. The distinction is derived
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from the international structure of copyright: the Berne Convention for literary and
artistic productions, and the Rome Convention for sound recordings and broadcasts.
Copyright law covers only the form or manner in which ideas or information have
been manifested, the “form of material expression”. It is not designed or intended to
cover the actual ideas, concepts, facts, styles, or technigues which may be embodied
in or represented by the copyright work.

4. In what way do economic rights differ from moral rights? What does
‘inalienability’ mean? What major exclusive economic rights arise from
ownership of the copyright? Why do resale rights occupy the position between
the economic and moral rights?

Bapuanr orBera:

Moral rights. The Copyright Designs and Patents Act 1988 recognized two major
moral rights: 1) paternity (the right to be identified as author of a literary, dramatic,
musical or artistic work, or as director of a copyright film); and 2) integrity (the right
of such authors and directors to prevent derogatory treatment of their work). The
rights belong to the author/director, and cannot be alienated, although on death they
are transmitted as part of the decedent estate. Inalienability means that these rights
cannot be the subject of commerce in themselves; but under UK law, they may be
waived, albeit this requires writing. Further, the paternity right must be ‘asserted’
before it can apply, and it is not generally available to authors whose works are
created in the course of employment.

Economic rights: The rights to be considered are known as economic rights, because
unlike the moral rights, they may be exploited by transferring them to thers or
licensing others to use them for a price.

Economic rights are so known because it is essentially through these rights that
copyright can become a source of income for its owner, by selling them or licensing
others to perform the acts restricted by the rights. Moral rights, on the other hand,
cannot be transferred to persons other than the author of the work, and are essentially
linked to the author’s interests in the work as an expression of an individual’s
personality. Resale rights admittedly occupy something of a middle ground between
the economic and moral rights, in that through them the author earns an income; but
this is entirely contingent on the activities of others over which the author has no
control.

5. What are the two ways of protecting computer software? What does
copyright protection extend to? When is a patent granted?

Bapuanrt orBera:
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In the 1970s and 1980s, there were extensive discussions on whether the patent
system, the copyright system, or a sui generis system, should provide protection for
computer software. These discussions resulted in the generally accepted principle
that computer programs should be protected by copyright, whereas apparatus using
computer software or software-related inventions should be protected by patent.
Copyright law and patent law provide different types of protection. Copyright
protection extends only to expressions, and not to ideas, procedures, methods of
operation or mathematical concepts as such, whereas a patent is an exclusive right
granted for an invention, which is a product or a process that provides a new way of
doing something, or offers a new technical solution to a problem.

Copyright protection is formality-free in countries party to the Berne Convention for
the Protection of Literary and Artistic Works (the Berne Convention), which means
that protection does not depend on compliance with any formalities such as
registration or deposit of copies.

A patent is generally granted after completing an examination procedure by a
government agency. Copyright protection of computer software is established in
most countries and harmonized by international treaties to that effect.

The law relating to the patentability of software is still not harmonized
internationally, but some countries have embraced the patentability of computer
software and others have adopted approaches that recognize inventions assisted by
computer software.

6. How can a trademark be protected? What kinds of trademark can be
registered? What rights does trademark registration provide? How long does
trademark protection last? What is a service mark? What is a trademark?
What is it designed for?

Bapuanr orBera:

A trademark or trade mark is a distinctive sign or indicator of some kind which is
used by an individual, business organization or other legal entity to uniquely identify
the source of its products and/or services to consumers, in other words, a trademark
IS a sign capable of distinguishing the goods or services of one enterprise from those
of other enterprises. A trademark is a type of intellectual property, and thus protected
by intellectual property rights.

When a trademark is used in relation to services rather than products, it may
sometimes be called a service mark, particularly in the United States. A service mark
may be registered for retail services. While it will not be necessary to specify in
detail the services for which registration is sought, it will be necessary to specify the
goods, or type of goods, to which the retail service relates.
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In principle, a trademark registration will confer an exclusive right to the use of the
registered trademark. This implies that the trademark can be exclusively used by its
owner, or licensed to another party for use in return for payment. Registration
provides legal certainty and reinforces the position of the right holder, for

example, in case of litigation. The term of trademark registration can vary, but is
usually ten years. It can be renewed indefinitely on payment of additional fees.
Trademark rights are private rights and protection is enforced through court orders.

7. What is an industrial design? What kind of protection does an industrial
design right offer? What kinds of products can benefit from industrial design
protection? How are industrial designs protected? How long does industrial
design protection last? How are industrial design rights enforced? What is the
difference between an industrial design right and a patent?

Bapuanr orBera:

Design means ‘the appearance of the whole or a part of a product resulting from the
features of, in particular, the lines, contours, colors, shape, texture, materials of the
product or its ornamentation. The essence of this definition is that design is about
the appearance of a product. In a legal sense, an industrial design constitutes the
ornamental or aesthetic aspect of an article. An industrial design may consist of
three-dimensional features, such as the shape of an article, or two-dimensional
features, such as patterns, lines or color. In principle, the owner of a registered
industrial design or of a design patent has the right to prevent third parties from
making, selling or importing articles bearing or embodying a design, which is a copy,
or substantially a copy, of the protected design, when such acts are undertaken for
commercial purposes. Industrial designs are applied to a wide variety of products of
industry and handicraft items: from packages and containers to furnishing and
household goods, from lighting equipment to jewelry, and from electronic devices
to textiles. Industrial designs may also be relevant to graphic symbols, graphical user
interfaces (GUI), and logos. Depending on the particular national law and the kind
of design, industrial designs may also be protected as works of art under copyright
law. Industrial design rights are granted for a limited period. The duration of the
protection of industrial designs varies from country to country, but it amounts at
least to 10 years. In many countries, the total duration of protection is divided into
successive renewable periods. Industrial design rights are usually enforced in a
court, generally on the initiative of the owner of the rights, as provided for by the
applicable law. The remedies and penalties vary from country to country and could
be civil (injunctions to desist from an infringement, payment

of damages, etc.), criminal or administrative. An industrial design right protects only
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the appearance or aesthetic features of a product, whereas a patent protects an
invention that offers a new technical solution to a problem. In principle, an industrial
design right does not protect the technical or functional features of a product. Such
features could, however, potentially be protected by a patent.

8. What is a patent? What rights does a patent provide? What kinds of
inventions can be protected? How long does patent protection last? Is a patent
valid in any country? How are patent rights enforced? What does it mean to
“license a patent” and why is it done? Why are patents useful for society,
business, individuals?

BapuaHr orBera:

A patent is an exclusive right granted for an invention, which is a product or a
process that provides, in general, a new way of doing something, or offers a new
technical solution to a problem. To get a patent, technical information about the
invention must be disclosed to the public in a patent application.

A patent owner has the right to decide who may — or may not — use the patented
invention for the period in which the invention is protected. In other words, patent
protection means that the invention cannot be commercially made, used, distributed,
imported, or sold by others without the patent owner’s consent.

Patents may be granted for inventions in any field of technology. Patent protection
is granted for a limited period, generally 20 years from the filing date of the
application. Patents are territorial rights. Patent rights are usually enforced in a court
on the initiative of the right owner. In most systems a court of law has the authority
to stop patent infringement. However the main responsibility for monitoring,
identifying, and taking action against infringers of a patent lies with the patent
owner.

Licensing a patent simply means that the patent owner grants permission to another
individual/organization to make, use, sell etc. his/her patented invention. Entering
into a licensing agreement can help to build a mutually-beneficial business
relationship.

Unlike selling or transferring a patent to another party, the licensor continue to have
property rights over the patented invention. Patents provide incentives to and
protection for individuals by offering them recognition for their creativity and the
possibility of material reward for their inventions. At the same time, the obligatory
publication of patents and patent applications facilitates the mutually-beneficial
spread of new knowledge and accelerates innovation activities.

9. What exactly does the owner of a patent obtain from the state? What
conditions must be met to obtain patent protection? Who grants patents? How
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much does it cost to patent an invention? What is the best way to achieve
international protection for a patent? What practical steps does a person have
to take to obtain patent protection? Can the decision to grant a patent be
challenged? Is it possible to extend the term of patent protection?

BapuanTt orBera:

There are numerous conditions that must be met in order to obtain a patent and it is
not possible to compile an exhaustive, universally applicable list. However, some of
the key conditions include the following:

* the invention must show an element of novelty; that is, some new characteristic
which is not known in the body of existing knowledge in its technical field. This
body of existing knowledge is called “prior art”;

* the invention must involve an “inventive step” or “non-obvious”, which means that
it could not be obviously deduced by a person having ordinary skill in the relevant
technical field;

* the invention must be capable of industrial application, meaning that it must be
capable of being used for an industrial or business purpose beyond a mere theoretical
phenomenon, or be useful.

Its subject matter must be accepted as “patentable” under law. In many countries,
scientific theories, aesthetic creations, mathematical methods, plant or animal
varieties, discoveries of natural substances, commercial methods, methods for
medical treatment (as opposed to medical products) or computer programs are
generally not patentable.

The invention must be disclosed in an application in a manner sufficiently clear and
complete to enable it to be replicated by a person with an ordinary level of skill in
the relevant technical field. A patent is granted by a national patent office or by a
regional office that carries out the task for a number of countries.

The cost of patenting an invention depends on factors such as the nature of the
invention, its complexity, patent attorney’s fees, the length of the application, and
possible objections raised during the examination by the patent office. In case you
decide to patent your invention abroad, you should also consider the relevant official
filing fees for each country in question, the translation costs, and the costs of using
local patent agents, which is a requirement in many countries for foreign applicants.
At present, you cannot obtain a universal “world patent” or “international patent”.
Patents are territorial rights. The procedures vary significantly from one country to
another, so it is impossible to provide an exhaustive step-by-step overview.

In some countries, patent protection may be extended beyond 20 years or a
Supplementary Protection Certificate (SPC) may be issued in very specific cases.
The extension aims to compensate for the time expended on the administrative
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approval procedure before products can be put on the market. The time taken for this
procedure means that the patent owner may sometimes not be able to benefit from
his right for a considerable period of time after the grant of the patent.

10. How are patents, trademarks, brands, designs and copyright involved in the
world of sport? What are the ways of protecting a sports shoe?

Bapuanrt orBera:

Innovation and creativity are key drivers in the world of sport. In every sporting
field, inventors and creators are working behind the scenes to push the boundaries,
creating new opportunities for enjoyment and for athletes to Dbetter their
performance. Sport shows intellectual property in action. Patents encourage
technological advances that result in better sporting equipment. Trademarks, brands
and designs contribute to the distinct identity of events, teams and their gear.
Copyright-related rights generate the revenues needed for broadcasters to invest in
the costly undertaking of broadcasting sports events to fans all over the world.

IP rights are the basis of licensing and merchandising agreements that earn revenues
to support development of the sports industry. A sports shoe may be protected by
several IP rights:

— patents protect the technology used to develop the shoe;

— design protect the “look” of the shoe;

— trademarks distinguish the shoe from similar products and

protect the “reputation” of the shoe (and the company making it);

— copyright protects any artwork and audiovisual creations used

to publicize the shoe.
